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Scholz Family ð Their Stories 

Unveiled  
 

Scholz Park Museum is a Museum 

complex consisting of a Cottage, 

Wheelwright Shop and a 

Blacksmith Shop situated within an 

idyllic park setting in the heart of 

Riverton. It celebrates the life and 

work of the Scholz family from the 

late 1860s until its closure almost 

one hundred years later.  

 

Converted into a M useum and 

opened in 1981, the Museum is 

owned by the Clare & Gilbert 

Valleys Council and operated by 

volunteers from within the local 

community.  

 

During 2007, an Interpretation Plan 

was completed by Peter 

Templeton and Geoff Spiers which 

explored ways in w hich 

information about the life and 

times of various members of the 

Scholz family could be enhanced 

through new exhibits within the 

Museum.  

 

In 2008, as part of the Museums 

Accreditation and Grants Program 

conducted under the auspices of 

the History Trust of South Australia, 

Scholz Park Museum was 

successful in gaining a grant for 

$9,000 to òdevelop the script, 

design panels and construct 

display cases for the exhibition 

ôScholz Family ð Their Stories 

Unveiledõ òfor the Cottage. 

 

At about the same time, the  Clare 

& Gilbert Valleys Council 

undertook work to renovate the 

various rooms within the Cottage 

to enhance the new additions. A 

number of setbacks delayed the 

completion of this work but finally 

the Cottage was ready for the 

new items.  

 

A further grant of  $3,000 from the 

Department of Veteran Affairs was 

also received during 2009 to 

enable the Museum to have a 

specially constructed display case 

prepared which would showcase 

the involvement of the Scholz 

family, and in particular, Norman 

Scholz, in the Rive rton Volunteer 

Force and also in World War 1.  

 

As mentioned earlier, delays were 

experienced along the way but 

finally the display panels and 

banners were delivered to the 

Museum within the past week. 

Some redevelopment is still in 

progress to enhance the new 

additions but this work should be 

completed shortly.  

 

So, as visitors enter the front parlour 

in the Cottage, they can view a 

display panel which introduces the 

Scholz story. 

 

Proceeding into the Main 

Bedroom, which for many years 

became the bedroom fo r the two 

Scholz sisters, visitors can read 

about the first generation of the 

Scholz family that lived in the 

Cottage. They can also read 
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about the passing away of the two 

sisters in that very room during the 

1939 heat wave.  

 

Venturing into the Kitchen, vi sitors 

gain information about the role 

the Kitchen played during the 

early days of the Scholz family and 

also experience the Kitchen as it 

was used during the 1950s when 

the Cottage was last lived in.  

 

Finally, visitors move into the 

Display Gallery which features the 

new War display cabinet 

highlighting the history of the 

Riverton Volunteer Force as well as 

Norman Scholzõs World War I 

military service.  

 

Over the coming weeks, the 

Display Gallery will feature other 

items as certain exhibits are 

moved into t here from the former 

Records Room.  

 

But that is just the beginning. The 

Wheelwright Shop and the 

Blacksmith Shop also await visitors 

where they can walk back in time 

and experience trades from 

yesteryear. From time to time, 

visitors may also see a blacksmi th 

plying his wares at one of the three 

forges within the Blacksmith Shop.  

 

There is more to Scholz Park 

Museum than the four walls of 

each building; there is a treasure 

within each building that will 

amaze visitors, young and old 

alike.  

 

As, the Scholz family local history 

book, The Challenge and The 

Triumph , states:  

 

òPress your finger on the latch of 

the door and you will enter an age 

that is past, an era that has ended, 

the life -style of our grandparents 

and great grandparents.  

 

Even th e latch is the work of my 

hands, lift it and discover my life
